with the ground management' [Green Guide]

Police
In venue

• Minimal – small presence at search lines and in venues to support searchers 
/ stewards if required

• Venue Bronze co-located with LOCOG venue manager

Outside venue

• The protection of life & property
• The prevention & detection of crime

• To develop, & potentially activate, any joint contingency plans to deal with 
major incidents & to coordinate the response of the emergency services



Role of National Olympic Security Coordinator

• Providing leadership, advice, guidance & support to  Olympic Gold
Commanders in all forces

• Providing the single point of coordination for all safety & security 
partners to ensure effective delivery of the OPSSS

• Providing the single informed point of contact for Government with 
respect to the Games Policing / Security Operation

• Ensuring that the necessary briefings & updates are  supplied, as a 
part of the collective daily rhythm, to key partner s

• Supported by a newly created National Olympic Coord ination Centre
• Supporting ACSO in matters relating to CT that impa ct upon / affect 

the Games

• Olympic Safety and Security Unit (OSSU) working on Park

• Creation of Olympic Coordination Zone

• Olympic Intelligence Centre operating

• Tasking of Olympic assets nationally

• NOSC – Full time from January 2011

• MPS Silver and MPS Bronze Park soon to be full time
