• The events of 9/11 have had a 

profound effect on how security and 
counter-terrorism policy has 
developed

• However there are concerns that 
overt security policies may sacrifice 
what we seek to protect – our liberal 
and democratic societies. 

• No longer just a police and security 
services issues

• One approach is that we all become 
counter-terrorists - everybody should  
be enrolled in the fight against 
terrorism

collaboration between four UK universities, the pol ice and 

the British security services.
